Accommodation, Weather and Transportation

     Delegates may be accommodated in the GADVASU Guest 

House located within the University campus, subject to 

availability and on first-come, first-serve basis. The allotment 

will be made at the time of registration as per University rules 

and applicable tariff. In addition, a range of hotels of various 

categories are available in Ludhiana city and in the vicinity 

of the campus, offering accommodation options with tariffs 

approximately between Rs. 1000 and Rs. 8000 per day.
